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2022 was a year of results, and the numbers 

demonstrate that. I introduced 23 bills to defend 

our cybersecurity, improve government 

transparency, support small businesses, and 

protect the rights of Americans. I extended that 

work by co-sponsoring 190 bills.

Talking with fellow Floridians is the best part of 

the job. My team and I resolved 1,011 constituent 

cases and spoke with thousands more. Through a 

rapidly-changing economy, an ongoing 

pandemic, and natural disasters, my 

conversations with Floridians all contained one 

common theme – there’s more to do. In 2023, I will 

keep fighting for Florida and our Nation. It’s time 

for our best year yet.
